FundRaising:

· This year we will be active in doing some fundraising activities to help support our Outpost.  We have a very minimal amount of dollars in our account.  So if you have any ideas to help us, please bring them up!  We’ve already got a couple of ideas that sound good!   One is to have the boys help with gathering & cutting up 2 cords of wood.  Then have it Raffled off in ½ cord increments.  The winner would have the boys help to deliver it and stack it.   Another idea is to participate in the Rest Area by Smokey Point with the coffee & cookies.   Cmdr. Barry’s Old outpost has done this before and has done really well with the proceeds.  A few items like this would help our Outpost to get camping equipment, offset some of the activity costs, get all of the boys into full uniforms, cover the cost of materials, provide scholarships to help get to Camps, just to mention a few.

This will be a VERY IMPORTANT MEETING THAT WE WILL NEED ALL PARENTS AND BOYS to attend!   We will be discussing the many events that are forthcoming!   This is where all of the work and efforts come together!! We need to make definitive plans for the following events:

1. May 9, 2009 – Bike Rodeo Event at Oak Harbor A/G.  The event will include a bike ride at the The Kettles – Island County Trails area which is off SR20 next to Fort Eby State Park.  A flyer for this event is being provided by Oak Harbor A/G.

2. May 29-30, 2009 – Westside Parley at Eatonville Gun Club.   Guest Speaker – Dan Womack “No Map”  The boys know this person from Kangaroo Court as the Honorable Judge!  This is an overnight campout event.  We will need to work out the details of the trip, food and such.

3. June 2009 – Council of Achievement/Recognition – This will be our last Recognition Event for the 2008/2009 year.   I’d like to put a flyer in the bulletin recognizing all of the achievements for this year, which have been plentiful!

4. June 2009 – Royal Ranger Outpost Workday – We need to repair our camp tables and paint them to be ready for Ranger Camp!

5. June 2009 – Overnight camp out at the Church Property or Cmdr Moore’s Parents out in Darrington near the River – We’ve got a great place to go with a lot of room to use and have fun on!

6. June 5-6, 2009 – Ranger Kids Day! – Tentative set for Bellingham, WA. at God’s Eagle Haven.   Will have more information to provide this weekend.  Our main question for this would be, do we want to go on Friday afternoon for the overnight campout?  Then we’ll participate when the Ranger Kids from the Division show up.

7. June 24-27, 2009 – JLTA Camp – Stonewater Ranch near Lake Wenatchee, WA.   The first of these camps is the JTC camp for Royal Rangers that are Adventure Rangers.  That have completed the 7th Grade and have earned the Bronze Medal of Achievement.  Areas covered at JTC include: Camp layout, Compass, Cooking, First Aid, Council fire, Lashing, Rope Craft, Nature Craft, Soul Winning, and Safety. There will be also other projects that must be completed as a patrol.

8. July 8-11, 2009 – Ranger Camp 2009- Stonewater Ranch near Lake Wenatchee, WA.  This year’s camp theme is “the AmazinG race”   our guest speaker is Doug Marsh, National Royal Ranger Commander.  If you have the time available to come join us, this is THE EVENT to come see how the Royal Rangers Ministry reaches boys for Christ!   Also, Commander Larry will be officially “Called Out” to join the FCF (Frontiersman Camping Fellowship), which is the service side of the Royal Rangers Ministry for Men and Boys on Friday evening.  Lots of planning is needed for this event!   This is the pinnacle event for the Northwest Ministry Network Royal Rangers District.  I’ve attached the Ranger Camp Booklet for your review.  REGISTRATION is already open, We are REQUIRING to have the Registrations done Online for your son.  You will need to print a copy of the registration to provide to Commander Larry for this event.

9. August 15, 2009 – Iron Horse Trail Bike Ride, Snoqualmie Summit – We will be having a Family Day Event to gather and have a scenic ride from the Eastside of Lake Keechelus down through Hyak Tunnel, then finally ending up down in Rattlesnake Park for a BBQ!   The BBQ will be a potluck meal, with the Outpost doing Hamburgers and Hot Dogs for the main course.  We would like to know who would be joining us so we can plan for the meal.  I’ve sent an email to Pastor Matt to see if there might be interest with other’s at church joining on this ride/event.  This is a very simple bike ride(28.2 Miles of gradual descent) that will require some planning  for transporting people/bikes up to the drop off point.  Some people would need to be down at Rattlesnake Park to keep a place for everyone to gather when the bike ride is done for the BBQ!
